In KG I, 
Yajurveda house emerged victorious by securing the 1st position, followed by 
Samveda and Rigveda on 2nd and 3rd position respectively whereas in K.G II Amyra 
of Yajurveda house secured the 1st position, Archit Sandilya of Samveda house 
secured the 2nd position and Srija Karan of Rigveda house secured the 3rd  position.
