Inter- house Cryptic Crossword and Sudoku Competitions

students, an inter-house Cryptic Crossword and Sudoku Competitions were
organised at SBPS. Both the competitions took place in two categories, Junior
category (grade VI to VIII) and Senior category (grade IX to XIlI).

In the
senior category (grade I1X to XIlI), Yajurveda grabbed the second position and
Atharvaveda, the third. The students of all the four houses were at their best in both
the competitions.
